In 2007, the Port of Pasco received $600,000
in Franklin County Economic Development
Funds. The money will be used to build a
public rail switch and spur into the Heritage
Industrial Center.

an area with high potential for industrial
development and as such is a focus of the
city’s economic development efforts.

“This rail spur will help to make this area
even more attractive for businesses needing
access to rail,” said Randy Hayden, Port
Director of Planning & Engineering.

Letter from the Commission

Dear Port of Pasco Friends,

As President of the Board of Commissioners, it is
a pleasure to write a few words to you about the
direction of the Port of Pasco.

As a Port, our goal is to both create and
foster the development of the economy
within the geographical boundaries of
the Port District. However, it is clear that
many of the projects we undertake

also benefit the entire Tri-Cities region
and beyond.

One of the most exciting projects on

the Port’s horizon is the continued
development of our Riverfront Business
Park. The new business park is located at
the west end of Big Pasco and has three-quarters

of a mile of unobstructed riverfront. The Port has
taken seriously its responsibility to not only develop
this land for economic development, but also

to determine how best to utilize this important
riverfront for the benefit of the community. The
plan created for the new park was specifically
designed with both purposes in mind.

As we work on this project we want to have it
“shovel-ready” for potential businesses. To achieve
this, we are working with the City of Pasco at this
early stage of development to
gain the necessary permits that
will be needed by incoming
businesses. We want to make
the process easier, smoother
and quicker than competing
sites so that businesses make
Pasco their first choice.
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The new business park is ideal
for companies who want both
office/research facilities and
distribution or flexible space.
The Port may build the first
“anchor” building on the site
as early as this year.

In addition, the Port continues
to work to develop the Tri-Cities
Airport Business Center. The
concept of this business center
is unique in that it offers both

business and corporate hangar space. It allows a
company to access the airfield on one side of the
site and public access on the business center side. A
business would be able to house an aircraft at their
place of business.

Another major project the Port will
soon undertake is the next phase of
improvements to the rail system at the
Port of Pasco’s Intermodal Transportation
Terminal, thanks to a new $900,000
federal grant championed by Senator
Patty Murray. The Port has remained
focused on the importance of trans-
portation into and out of the area
amidst changing trends. The five-phase
intermodal rail plan put together by the
Port helps to ensure that the region continues to
have adequate rail service well into the future.

These are indeed exciting times at the Port as well
as in Pasco, Connell, Mesa, Basin City and the rest of
Franklin County. | hope you have as much pride in
what your Port has created using your hard-earned
money as we do in serving you.

The Port of Pasco recently lost two friends. We'd
like to recognize them for their contribution to the
advancement of the Port.

Leland Richardson

Former airport manager Leland Richardson, 90,
passed away on February 8. Lee graduated from
Pasco High School and attended the University of
Washington before joining the Army Air Corp
where he served during WWII. Lee married his
high school sweetheart, Mary Ellen Perry, and
they enjoyed more than 60 years of marriage. Lee
and Mary Ellen raised two sons, Philip and David.
Mary Ellen passed away in early 2003.

Lee became the airport manager for the Tri-Cities
Airport in 1964, ushering the Tri-Cities into the

“Jet Age.” During his time as manager he orches-
trated the construction of the Passenger Terminal
(dedicated in 1966), the construction of a new fire
station (in 1968) and the installation of an air traffic
control tower (in 1973). Also under his leadership,
three major runway extensions were constructed
which are the basis for the runway system still in
use today.

With his foresight, the Port purchased additional
land that allowed for the expansion of the airport
and continues to protect the airport even today
from encroachment.

Lee remained involved in the Pasco community
through service in civic organizations long after his
1980 retirement.

The Port of Pasco salutes Leland Richardson for
his dedicated service to the Tri-Cities Airport and
the community.

William “Bill” Talbott, 65, passed away on February 23.
Bill worked for J-U-B Engineers as a Project and
Construction Engineer.

“Bill was a friend of the airport,” said Ron Foraker,
Tri-Cities Airport Assistant Director. “He worked
with the Port and our tenants and contractors for
over 20 years on federally-funded airport projects
and on many other facility-related improvements.

“We relied heavily on Bill. He was always the
‘go-to guy’ — to get a job done. He knew every
aspect of the business from design to bidding to
construction. We are going to dearly miss him,”
said Foraker.

Bill had recently retired and had returned to finish a
few projects.

Bill graduated from Wenatchee High School and
subsequently enlisted in the Air Force. He was
married to Sandy for 39 years and they have two
daughters, JeNeane and Stacy.

Each has
been with us for a long time and has
their own niche in the community,” said
Ron Foraker, Assistant Airport Director.
“They are all great people and good to
work with.”

Power City Electric, Inc.

Power City Electric, Inc. was a longtime Spokane
business that expanded to the Tri-Cities in 1967 by
purchasing a local electrical contractor. It has been
located at the Tri-Cities Airport site — which was at
one time the old U.S. Navy mess hall — since then.

The work undertaken by Power City Electric
includes high voltage lines throughout the
Northwest, and commercial and industrial work,
both new construction and remodel projects.

Projects they have been involved with include
numerous area processing plants such as Reser’s,
Welch’s and ConAgra Foods; retail businesses
including Kohl's, Fred Meyers, and Circuit City; and
the Franklin County Courthouse remodel. They
spent 3-1/2 years working on the Richland High
School remodel and are about to start on the Pasco
School District’s new Chiawana High School. Other
work includes several large projects at the Hanford
site, including the Vitrification Plant, and the Tillamook
Cheese plant in Boardman. Power City Electric has
assisted the Port of Pasco with work on the airport
and buildings at Big Pasco throughout the years.

The company employs between 30 and 50 people.

“Originally we were very small and had seven or
eight guys doing mainly residential. Now we do
large commercial and industrial and very little
residential. We also have long term employees —
one has been with us for 37 years and another
for 22,” said Ron Mitchell.

“The Port has been fantastic to work with through
the years. It's a great relationship,” he said

Sierra Electric, Inc. focuses on commercial and
industrial work, especially traffic and street lights.
Their work also includes schools and offices.

The company has been in business for 10 years
and was a spin-off from Power City Electric. It started
with two employees and has grown to 11.

“This is a great place for our business. We have
6,000 square feet inside, and over an acre of land
for equipment storage. The Port has been good to
work with and they are good people. The rent is
reasonable. We bought the building and lease the
land from the Port,” said Mitch Murphy. “We have
a good relationship with the Port and we've done
lots of work for them throughout the years.”

Mitch also said the location near the airport offers
another bonus for him. “Being close to the airport
is also nice because | like to fly,” he said.

Craig-Co Electric — Mike Craig and Richard Craig, Owners

Craig-Co

Craig-Co is a family business. Mike Craig started it
in 1968. His son Richard became a partner in 1984.

In 1992 they moved the business to its current
location.

“We do all phases of electrical and specialize in
public work — particularly schools,” said Mike.

Their “school work” has included the remodeling
of Kamiakin High School, Hanford, Burbank, Finley
and Benton City, and some work with the Pasco
Schools. They have also done work on industrial
food processing plants, including Simplot. They
are currently working on the new Kennewick Police
Station set to open in May.

The company has 17 employees.

“The location at the Port has served us well with
the office and the yard. It provides easy access and
that is one of the biggest pluses of the site. It’s cen-
tral to everything,” Mike said. “As landlords, they
stay out of our way and let us run our business.
That may sound strange, but it is really nice.”

Four years
ago the Walla Walla-based company bought Ron's
Pump and Irrigation and took over their location at
the Airport Industrial Park.

“We specialize in commercial electric, industrial
and agriculture, and pumps and wells,” said Barry
McEachen.

Projects the company has worked on include the
Applebee’s on Road 68 in Pasco, a blueberry packing
plant in Burbank, numerous potato storage sheds
and the well for West Richland’s Flat Top Park.

“We do lots of irrigation pump work, too. We're
a smaller company with four employees,” said
McEachen.

The location at the Port works well for Doyle
Electric, too. “It's a good location with easy access
to where ever we need to go. When we bought out
Ron’s, we just stayed on at this site,” he said.

Fire Update

On February 8, the Port of Pasco lost a 51,000
square foot building in Big Pasco Industrial
Center to fire.

On one of the windiest days of the year,
there were no injuries and the Big Pasco
Industrial Center Maintenance crew and
Pasco Fire Department did a spectacular
job of keeping the fire from spreading to
surrounding buildings.

The Port plans to build a replacement
facility in the Big Pasco area.

Intermodal Transportation
Terminal Receives Federal Grant

Work on the next phase of the plan to improve

the rail system at the Port of Pasco’s Intermodal
Transportation Terminal may get underway as early as
this spring, thanks to a new $900,000 federal grant.
The grant will allow for completion of Phase Four

of the project. The first three phases have been
completed. They included tearing out existing
1940s rail and replacing it with three miles of new
rail designed to handle the increased weight and
length of today'’s rail cars.

“We have a five-phase plan and have received
funding for the first four phases,” said Randy
Hayden, Director of Planning & Engineering.

The fourth phase of the project will allow for con-
struction of an east exit spur to the BNSF Walla Walla
line for more efficient movement of agricultural and
manufactured products into and out of Big Pasco.
The total project will install 3,400 feet of new rail
and rehabilitate 18,500 feet of existing rail to handle
the current and expected volumes of intermodal
and mixed-source freight coming to the Port.

The funding for the fourth phase was included in
the 2008 Omnibus Appropriations bill and secured

with the help of Senator Patty Murray, a senior
member of the Senate Appropriations Committee,
with assistance from Senator Maria Cantwell and
Representative Doc Hastings.

It is anticipated that the $2.2 million required for
the fifth, and final, phase of the transportation
center’s redevelopment will come from another
federal grant in 2009, if not earlier.

“The work done on the Intermodal Transportation
Terminal positions the Port for rail cargo into and
out of the Pacific Northwest on the BNSF line. As rail
volumes in the United States get higher and higher,
there is increased need for efficiently served rail
properties in order to maintain access to the nation’s
largest rail providers. Without these improvements
the Tri-Cities might find itself with limited rail
access for agricultural and industrial freight. These
improvements help secure the Inland Northwest as
a strategic rail destination for BNSF, which is an
important designation,” said Hayden.

“We take rail for granted, but with today’s increasing
demand for rail across the country, we need to
make sure that it does not go away,” he said.

Widening of Ainsworth Avenue

The Port of Pasco is planning to use Surface
Transportation Program (STP) funds to widen
Ainsworth Avenue between the Kilbury Overpass
and Oregon Avenue.

The federal STP program provides funding to
improve and upgrade major arterials. “Each year
we receive between $70,000 and $80,000 and we
have been banking those funds specifically for
this project,” said Randy Hayden, Port Director of
Planning & Engineering.

“This will improve traffic through Big Pasco and
will help us develop the Riverfront Business Center.
It will improve safety and create a shoulder for
disabled vehicles. It also includes curbs, gutters,
sidewalks and street lights. Visually, the area will
become more appealing,” he said.

As a part of the grant the Port is required to provide
13.5 percent of the funding of the project.

The project will begin later this year.
